Speed Control or Radon Control?
Radon fans are rated for use with speed control. But should you use a
speed control on a radon fan? That depends on your reasons for wanting
to use it.
Power consumption: A speed control will marginally reduce the power

consumption of the fan, but many fans use less than 60 watts and cost less
than $6.00 a month to operate. So how much does the customer save?
Noise reduction: A speed control can also be used to reduce the airflow noise in a
system, but you are likely to reduce the overall effectiveness of the radon system.
A better choice would be to select the fan model that will give you the proper airflow or
consider a muffler on the pipe.

3" vs. 4" Pipe
Factors influencing the choice of 3-inch vs. 4-inch pipe in a
radon mitigation system include cost, ease of use, aesthetics
and system performance. When should you consider 4-inch
pipe for system performance reasons? Anytime the final

system is expected to have significantly higher than average airflow
(greater than 100 cfm) such as:

• Walkout basements - Typically leak more air than a
fully buried basement.

• Very large slabs - Generally more air available
from the slab perimeter.

• Combined subslab and submembrane system -
Cannot be completely sealed and will leak more air
than a subslab alone.

Dave’s Corner
Stacking Fans
“What happens if I stack one fan on top of the other?”
This is a question we hear often.

Mounting two fans in a series will certainly affect the
performance of the overall system but may also affect the
service life of the fans. In general, the static capability of two
fans is doubled but the airflow remains about the same.

Stacking fans can be useful in dealing with very tight subsoils
but BEWARE that the heat generated in Fan 2 is input to Fan
1, which may cause the fan to run hot and reduce the service
life of the fan. If you do stack fans, ensure that you provide
adequate airflow through the fan to keep the bearings and the
motor windings cool to avoid customer complaints and
warranty problems.
